A 50% deposit will be required upon re-
serving the Family Group Camp.  Adopted 
May 14, 1998. 

Any group staying at the Family Group 
Camp for a minimum of 6 nights will pay 
the weekday rate regardless if it includes 

the weekend. 

  If a 6 night rental leaves a day open for 
a weekend, that one day/evening use 

will   available for $175.   

NEW IN 2009:  School Section       
offers boat rentals.  We have kayaks, 

rowboats, canoes and paddle boats 
available. 

The camp is located in a secluded corner of 
School Section Lake Veteran’s Park.  The camp 
has six 18’ x 24’ cabins, with electricity. Each 
cabin has bunk beds and sleeps 10-12 people.  
You must bring your own bedding.  A service 
building provides showers and sinks.  Our 30’ x 
40’ log lodge has electricity, a fireplace, kitchen & 
dining area with seating capacity for 100 people.  
The kitchen has a large camp style electric range, 
with griddle and oven, a water heater, large sinks, 
freezer, refrigerator, storage, cooking and eating 
utensils.

Admission is by reservation 
only.  Youth groups may make 
reservations for the following 
year starting the first business 
day in October and the first 
business day in November for 
Adult groups.  Each Group 
must pay a 50% deposit in  
advance for a reservation.

ALCOHOL POLICY: 

“The Mecosta County Park Commission   
prohibits the sale, furnishing, and or distribu-
tion of alcoholic beverages in any  manner 
whatsoever.   Additionally, no kegs or alco-
holic beverages in bulk containers will be 
allowed.”  Bulk is defined by MCPC as any-
thing larger than a 12 oz. Container for beer 
and anything larger than 1 QUART for any 
other alcoholic beverage.
